60/90 Day Checklist
Directions

Purpose:

The 60/90 Day Checklist is a tool to be used to help Head Start staff keep track of the 60/90 day deadlines for maintaining up to date physical exams and determining child health status according to Head Start Standards.  It should be reviewed by the classroom team on a regular basis to insure that deadlines are met. 

Completion:

Enroll Date: This column is the date the child first attends a Head Start classroom.
Child’s Name: Enter the child’s name. As children leave and new children are added to the classroom, names are to be added to the bottom of the form. A second page may be added as needed. 

60 Days: This is the date by which we must have an up to date physical for a child entering Head Start or he/she can no longer attend the program according to New Hampshire state Licensing Regulations.  It is calculated by counting forward 60 calendar days (not school days) from the enrollment date and includes the first day a child attends Head Start.

Physical Received: This is the date the program receives the up to date physical for the child. It may be a date before the child has actually begun attending the program.
Physical Next Due: This is the date when the program will need to have a new physical for that child. It is calculated by adding 60 calendar days to the date of the current physical.

90 Days: This is the date that health determinations must be completed by. It is calculated by counting forward 90 calendar days (not school days) from the enrollment date and includes the first day that a child attends Head Start. Children starting on different dates will have different 90 day dates.

90 Day Determination Complete: This is the date that a determination of health and oral health is completed. This is the date the EPSDT checklist is completed and the physical and dental forms have been date stamped.
Dental Exam Date: By the 90th day of the program year, all families should be connected to a dental home and we should have either a copy of the child’s most recent dental exam or a date of a scheduled exam. Enter the date of the dental exam in this column.
Distribution: The 90 day tracking form is a tool to be used by the classroom team throughout the school year. It should be reviewed on a regular basis to track any upcoming deadlines and to plan for timely health status determinations. It will be monitored by the Health Services Specialist.
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
