ASQ – 3          Administering & Scoring 
· Questionnaires:  Each  contains 30 items that cover five developmental areas:
· Communication

· Gross Motor 
· Fine Motor 
· Problem solving 
· Personal-Social 
· Scoring:
· Yes = 10 points

· Sometimes = 5 points

· Not yet = 0 points
Total the points in each of the five developmental areas; enter the total score for each area on the ASQ-3 questionnaire and on the Information Summary Sheet.
There are 10 Overall questions on the questionnaire; staff do not complete these.
· Results: (O.K., Recheck, Referral)
The total for any given developmental areas should be bubbled on the bar graph.  A total area score may be above cutoffs (O.K.), close to cutoffs in the monitoring zone (Recheck), or below the cutoffs (Referral).  
Scores in the white portion of the bar graph show that the child is doing well in that developmental area (O.K.)
Scores in the lightly shaded area show that there may be concerns in that developmental area and we should monitor that child. The monitoring zone spans the range from 1-2 standard deviations below the means (Recheck).
Scores in the dark shaded area indicates the empirically derived 2 standard deviation below the mean cutoff score in each area (Referral). 
· Next Steps
A referral to the Early Childhood Specialist should be made if a child scores in the Monitor or Refer Zone to help determine what the follow-up will be.  The program staff may suggest to parents a referral for the child for further assessments, provide learning activities of development and/or monitor that area.  
This information is recorded on the Watch Me Grow Case Conferencing Form during the 45 Day Case Conferencing meeting with the Family Worker and Teacher.  
The results of the all screenings are shared with the families through the screening letter, and if the scores are in the monitor or refer range, they are shared in a face to face meeting with the parent.
