Ounce Scale Observation Record

The Ounce Scale is our program’s ongoing observation tool.  It is broken down into 4 domains of development:

 Social and Emotional Development

 Communication and Language

Cognitive Development  

Physical Development 
Under these 4 domains are six areas of development.  Each area of development then has Observation Questions.  
Teachers collect and document one observation per month/per child in each of the areas of the Observation Questions.  

Children Over 42 Months 
1. Continue with the 36-42 month Observation Record

2. Complete age appropriate Ages and Stages Questionnaire

Children with Special Needs

1. Consult with the family and together decide which Ounce Scale period should be used. Make your decisions based upon the developmental level of the child and current progress the child has made.
