(1) In order to help children gain social competence skills and confidence necessary to be successful in their present environment and future challenges, the program must be developmentally and linguistically appropriate, recognizing that children develop at their own individual rates as well as individual interests, temperaments, cultural backgrounds, and learning styles.

(i)  Be developmentally and linguistically appropriate recognizing that children have

individual rates of development as well as individual interests, temperaments, languages, cultural backgrounds, and learning styles;

The classroom environments are designed by interest areas to encourage learning and exploration in all areas.  Large and small group areas allow for children’s different learning styles and comfort levels.  A individualized curriculum or home visit plan, developed in response in observations and assessments of individual children, involve activities in the areas of social, language, literacy, math, science, dramatic play, sensory exploration, and fine and gross motor opportunities.  Home visit plans and weekly lesson plans are written to reflect the level that the child is at developmentally and what skill they will be reaching for next.  Home Visitors and teachers familiarize themselves with children’s cultural backgrounds so that each child’s culture and language can be reflected in the classroom environment and brought to socializations and home visits. A classroom inventory checklist has been created so that the Early Childhood Specialist can track the materials in the classroom to assure that each child is being exposed to a variety of culturally diverse materials and activities.

Creative Curriculum supports a relationship based curriculum which involves developing skills through routines and interactions. The weekly schedule includes daily activities that children are able to choose in a variety of areas.  Each classroom posts a schedule that designates the times children are engaged in planned learning activities of their own choosing.  As children are engaged in choice time, teachers take opportunities to extend the children’s learning and take note of children’s interactions with the environment and with one another.  Open-ended art experiences are a part of each classroom’s daily lesson plan. Monitoring checklists support the Early Childhood Specialist in assuring that an appropriate schedule is in place & is being followed on a regular basis. Teachers and Family Workers communicate with families about the curriculum and their child’s development.  Families’ curriculum ideas are solicited and incorporated into the lesson plans, socialization plans, and weekly home visit plans on a group and individual basis.

The Home Based Early Head Start Program utilizes the Creative Curriculum, the Partners for Healthy Baby Curriculum, and the Parents As Teachers Curriculum.  Home Visit plans are developed in conjunction with all of these curriculums and with the families.

Families are encouraged to complete the Ounce Scale Family Album which allows them to observe their child’s development and create a keepsake. Staff also shares child development information with families in their monthly newsletters. Home-school connection ideas are shared with families to extend the children’s learning into the home. Each classroom has been provided with a lending library in which families can check out books to take with their child.

(B) Fostering Independence

The teaching of self-help skills is incorporated into the curriculum each day, the home visit each week, and during socializations.  In each classroom, furniture and equipment is child-size and children are able to toilet, brush teeth, wash hands and perform many other daily tasks with little or no assistance.  Children enjoy family style meals and choose their own activities each day during center time in the classrooms.  Conversation is encouraged during structured group times, such as meals, and informally as children explore throughout the day.  These techniques are modeled by the home visitor in the home.  Families also receive information and guidance on how to implement many of these strategies in the home. When a child develops these skills, they become confident and independent.  The safe environment at the center or at home lets children be able to explore and succeed at their tasks
