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Overview of Plan

The education plan gives an overview of how the services within the education content are administered and monitored. The following gives an overview of the information provided within the plan:

· Screening Process: All children are screened within 45 days of entry into the program. The chosen screening tools are the Ages and Stages Questionnaire ( ASQ -3) for developmental concerns and the ASQ-SE for social/emotional concerns
· Developmentally & Linguistically Appropriate Curriculum: The Creative Curriculum is the framework that has been chosen for our program. This curriculum is based on research and knowledge of child development. The lesson planning process that has been created takes into consideration the children’s individual interests, temperament, culture, and learning styles. The individualization system will reflect this information. 
· Environment: The classroom environment is set up to promote independence and opportunities for children to investigate information related to their interests and developmental levels. The program has a monitoring checklist to ensure that the physical classroom space is set up in a developmentally appropriate way and the Content Specialists along with the classroom staff do an annual inventory of the materials to ensure that each classroom has a variety of culturally and educationally appropriate learning materials.
· Schedule/Routine/Transitions: Each classroom develops their own daily schedule and posts a copy for adults and an interactive pictorial copy for children. Systems are in place to support transitions both within the daily routine as well as in and out of the Early Head Start program.
· Including Families: Families were included in the initial selection of the Creative Curriculum through participation in the Education Advisory Committee. Families are also involved in goal setting for their children, creating accommodations, and supporting the in-class learning through the home-school connections
· Supporting All Domains of Development (Social/Emotional/ Cognitive/ Language/ Physical): The Creative Curriculum is used in all infant/toddler classrooms.. The Ounce Scale assessment system guides the teachers in planning curriculum, assessing children, and creating individualized goals. The program’s lesson plan is set up to accommodate all areas of development in a manner that is supported by the children’s interests, levels of development, and individual learning styles. 
Overview of Changes

· Added Parents As Teachers Curriculum as a planning tool used by Home Visitors and families to plan parent/child activities.
· Added Family Partnership Agreement as a document tool to use with parents and Home Visitors when toilet learning is goal.

· Added Socialization Plan as a planning tool used by Home Visitors to support a variety of early childhood developmental skills.
